*Be on the Look Out* 
Attention home gardeners!  Due to the recent wet weather, LATE BLIGHT may pose a problem in your garden.  This disease will ruin your tomatoes and potato crops very quickly. When growing potatoes, please use certified seed potatoes or try using resistant varieties. This disease cannot be pruned away. You must remove the whole plant by pulling it up, placing it in a plastic bag then DISCARD the whole thing - do not compost. You can recognize the disease by the brown or purplish lesions on the leaves or stems particularly after wet conditions. Whitish fungal spores are produced at the edge of the lesion on the underside of the leaves. On stems, late blight causes brown, greasy looking lesions that frequently appear first at the junction between the stem and leaf, or at the cluster of leaves at the top of the stem. The symptoms are similar for both potatoes and tomatoes.  Remember, the gardens best friend is your shadow!  Check your plants twice a week. /Lorraine Miga/
